CASTELLO DELLA SALA

In 1940 when Niccold Antinori wanted to make a white wine he looked to the historically famous
white wine region of Orvieto. The Orvieto wines of Umbria were traditionally ordered by Popes
and Emperors and were therefore, perfectly suited for Antinori’s first white wine. What better a
place to make magestic white wines then a castle! ‘Castello della Sala” became their great white
hope.

Time passed and the estate developed without many viticultural changes. In 1979, Renzo
Cotarella came on board and began experimenting with new varieties.

“I came to Castello della Sala for the first time in the spring of 1979. | remember the emotions of
that day and the weeks that followed. It wasn't just another job. That estate had always attracted
me; it always seemed surrounded by mystery and magic. We began experimenting with
chardonnay; and also at that time, trying to deepen our understanding of grechetto. We were not
thinking about innovation, but we were sure that the land could produce wines of extremely high
quality. In 1981, on our way back from Vinexpo in Bordeaux, we stopped for dinner in a famous
restaurant in the south of France. They convinced us to order a white burgundy, | think a Corton
Charlemagne '71. In italy we were used to drinking wines the color of paper that lasted a season
or so...but there we were, drinking a fantastic white wine that was ten years old!"

From this experience came ‘Cervaro della Sala’; made from 80% chardonnay and 20% grechetto,
‘Cervaro della Sala’ has structure, acidity and an intensity of fruit to age alongside the best white
Burgundies, gaining complexity with time. It has opened the eyes to the producers of the region
exemplifying the great potential for wine making in Umbria.
